Fall brings a bountiful harvest of fresh fruits and vegetables.  Smart shopping for seasonal bargains can save money and let you take advantage of optimal quality.





In early to mid-September look for: apples, Asian pears, basil and other fresh herbs, currants, gooseberries, grapes, honeydew melons, mushrooms, muskmelon, okra, onions, peaches, pears, peppers, plums, raspberries, sprouts, summer squash, sweet corn, Swiss chard, tomatoes, and watermelon.





Then mid to late September look for: beets, Brussels sprouts, edible soybeans, green beans, head lettuce, leaf lettuces, lima beans, mesclun, paw-paw, peanuts, persimmon, pumpkins, radishes, rutabagas, spinach, sweet potatoes, turnips, winter melon, and winter squash.
