Pizza Green Beans 





1 quart + ½ cup (½ #10 can) canned


          diced tomatoes, drained 


3 quarts + 3 ½ cups (1 ¼ #10 can) 


          green beans with liquid 


¼ cup dried oregano 


⅛ cup fresh garlic, minced 


½ teaspoon ground black pepper 





Combine tomatoes & green beans in large pot. 


Add spices, stir well. Bring to a boil over medium high heat for 8-10 minutes. Reduce heat. Simmer uncovered for 5 minutes. Hold for hot service at 135 degrees.
